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The 4th of July is an important day for Americans. It is the day their country I
was born. On July 4th 1776, Congress officially adopted the Declaration of
Independence and announced to the world that they were a free nation,
independent from Great Britain.

July 4th celebrations often take place outdoors. People decorate their
homes with streamers, fake rockets, balloons and flags. Everything is done up in
red, white, and blue, the colours of the "The Star-Spangled Banner", the name of
the US national anthem (hymn) and one of the nicknames of the American flag.

The flag has 50 stars for the fifty states and 13 stripes for the first 13 colonies.
In the morning, lots of people go out in the street to watch the parades.
The biggest parade is in Washington D.C., the capital of the USA.
Families get together by hosting or attending a picnic or barbecue. Then,
they watch or play a baseball game. At night, they watch firework displays,
usually accompanied by patriotic songs. It's a fun day for everyone.
